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Born in China, Tonglin Lu spent her formative years in the turbulent decade of the
Cultural Revolution.  After her graduation from the PhD program in Comparative
Literature at Princeton University in 1988, she has taught Chinese culture and cultural
theory at various American universities, and now at I’Universit¢é de Montréal. She has
published on Chinese cultural studies, including Rose and Lotus: Narrative of Desire in
France and China (1992), Misogyny, Cultural Nihilism, and Oppositional Politics:
Contemporary Chinese Experimental Fiction (1995), Confronting Modernity in the
Cinemas of Taiwan and Mainland China (2001). In 2004, HKU Press published the
Chinese version of her last book, a cultural study of the discourse of modernity in Taiwan
New-Wave and Chinese Fifth Generation cinemas of the 1980s and 1990s. Her current
research project consists of the sequence of this book, studying the following generation
of mainland Chinese filmmakers in the era of global modernity.
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
