An experimental arts pioneer and one of the most influential artistsin Hong Kong and
the neighbouring regions, Danny Y ung obtained his Bachelor's degree in Architecture
at the University of California at Berkeley and Master's degree in Urban Design &
Planning at Columbia University in New York. After returning to Hong Kong he
became deeply involved in al aspects of the arts, and in 1982 he founded the
experimental arts group Zuni |cosahedron.

Having endeavoured in theatre for ailmost 30 years, Danny has created more than 100
pieces of works, which have widely toured to more than 30 cities. In 2008 he was
honoured the Music Theatre NOW Award by the International Theatre Institute.
Recently, he is working on a show together with the renowned director Makoto Sato
for the Japanese Pavilion in Shanghai Expo 2010.

In 1996 Danny formed the Hong Kong Institute of Contemporary Culture, which is
dedicated to promoting intercultural exchanges and arts education. He has also
initiated several cultural and arts networks, including the World Culture Forum
Alliance, the Asia Arts Net and the Hong Kong-Taipei-Shenzhen-Shanghai
City-to-City Cultural Exchange Conference. In 2000, in partnership with the House of
World Cultures in Berlin and the Goethe-Institut in Hong Kong, Danny curated an
eleven-week Festival of Vision, a series of cultural activities and conferences in Berlin
and Hong Kong involving over 1000 artists and cultural practitioners from 35 citiesin
Asiaand Europe.

Danny is currently an International Consultant of the UN Consultant System (UNCS)
of UNESCO, Chairperson of the Asia Pacific Alliance of World Cultural Forum,
Chairperson of the Hong Kong-Taipei—Shenzhen—-Shanghai City-to-City Cultural
