Duties of Student Ambassador
1. Attend Student Ambassador training
2. Hold at least one activity in hostel per semester
a. Example: small group gathering to share and discuss experiences of SL

3. Help with distributing promotional materials in Hostel
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a. Distribute leaflets to residents’ mail boxes
b. Stick posters in lobby, on their own door
c. Email hall mates to join SL program
4. Help to organize activities for OSL
a. Invite representatives of Student Hostel Association to join functions like Annual
Dinner, Opening Ceremony...
b. Be the link between hostel residents, hostel associations, and OSL
c. Give opinions or suggestions about programs to OSL staff (advisory board)
5. Promote Service-Learning
a. Verbal invitations to hall mates

b. Served as a resource adviser for students with questions
