Examination Arrangements in relation to Typhoon and Rainstorm Warnings

When Typhoon Warning Signal Pre-No 8 or above/ Black Rainstorm Warning is issued or still in force within two hours before the commencement of an examination, or upon announcement by the University through broadcasting, the examination concerned will be postponed to the day right after the end of the examination period.  A re-schedule of the examination affected will be announced through Registry notice.  

Examinations will be conducted as scheduled when any of the above mentioned signals/ warning is lowered two hours before the commencement of examinations.  However all evening examinations will be postponed to the day right after the end of the examination period if any of the above-mentioned signals/warning is still in force at 4:00 p.m. as staff are not required to report for work under such circumstances.  A table summarizing the arrangements is given below:

	Examinations in the evening session will proceed as scheduled.


An examination already in progress will continue unless the Chief Invigilator is advised by the Registrar that it should be terminated.
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
