Brief Course Description:
This course introduces students to the development of modern Chinese literature from
1917 to the 1930°s.

Aims:

This course studies modern Chinese literature in terms of its historical background,
ideological content, classical links, artistic development and achievement, as well as
foreign influences on it.

Learning Outcomes:

Upon completion of this course, students will be able to achieve the followings:

1. Understand the general history of modern Chinese literature

2. Describe the characteristics of different literary schools and styles of major writers
3. Demonstrate analytical skills and critical thinking ability.

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Teaching Method:

2 hours of lecture and 1 hour of tutorial per week. Basic literary concepts and
important developments in modern Chinese literature will be introduced in lectures.
Students are required to study assigned materials and present their findings in
tutorials.

Measurement of Learning Outcomes:

1. Grading is by continuous assessment (40%, including tutorial performance and
written reports) and examination (60%).

2. Examination (60%): Students are required to show their abilities of integration,
critical and analytical thinking in answering essay type of questions (LO1, LO2).

3. Tutorial presentation (10%): Students should facilitate fruitful discussions and
debates in tutorial groups (LO1).

4.  Tutorial reports or essays (30%): Students are expected to incorporate comments
and feedbacks of teachers and group-mates for the revision of their written
reports. Students need to submit written reports or essays for assessment
(LO3).

Assessment:
Examination: 60%
Continuous assessment: 40%
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Important Notes:

(1) Students are expected to spend a total of 9 hours (i.e. 3 hours of class contact and
6 hours of personal study) per week to achieve the course learning outcomes.

(2) Students shall be aware of the University regulations about dishonest practice in
course work, tests and examinations, and the possible consequences as stipulated in
the Regulations Governing University Examinations.

kind of dishonest practice, is “the presentation of another person’s work without
proper acknowledgement of the source, including exact phrases, or summarised ideas,
or even footnotes/citations, whether protected by copyright or not, as the student’s
own work”.
