Brief Course Description: 

This course offers a critical survey of modern Taiwan literature and its various stages 

of development.

Students will be able to gain an overall view of the attainments of writers of different 

genres. The course also encourages students to understand the influence of Taiwan 

literature in contemporary Chinese literature.

Teaching Method: 

2 hours lecture and 1 hour tutorial. By reading the selected masterpieces, students can 

appreciate the spirit of modern Chinese literature and the distinctive elements of 

Taiwan Literature.
