Course Title : Introduction to Classical Chinese

Brief Course Description:
This course introduces students to the basic knowledge of classical Chinese language.

Aims:

This course aims at imparting a fundamental knowledge of the classical Chinese
language, with emphasis on the study of different genres and texts in classical
writings.

Learning Outcomes:
Upon completion of this course, students will be able to achieve the followings:

obtain knowledge of classical Chinese;

can study ancient texts effectively on their own;
demonstration of Chinese language proficiency;
demonstration of analytical skills and critical thinking ability.
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Teaching Method:

2 hours of lecture and 1 hour of tutorial per week. Basic concepts and issues are
introduced in lectures. Students are required to do preparatory self-study and analysis
on assigned reading texts (with reference to relevant annotations) prior to tutorials,
and to discuss selected lecture topics by citing examples from relevant passages.

Measurement of Learning Outcomes:

1. The learning outcomes will be measured by tutorial performance, oral
presentations, written reports (40%) and examination (60%).

2. Students should demonstrate their analytical ability and writing skill in the oral
presentations and written reports (LO1, LO2, LO3, LOA4).

3. The overall knowledge acquired by the students and their ability to understand
ancient texts will be tested in the term-end examination (LO1, LO2, LOA4).

Assessment:

Examination: 60%

One 2-hour paper

Continuous assessment: 40% (Tutorial presentation 10%, written report 30%)
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Important Notes:

(1) Students are expected to spend a total of 9 hours (i.e. 3 hours of class contact and
6 hours of personal study) per week to achieve the course learning outcomes.

(2) Students shall be aware of the University regulations about dishonest practice in
course work, tests and examinations, and the possible consequences as stipulated in
the Regulations Governing University Examinations. In particular, plagiarism, being a

kind of dishonest practice, is “the presentation of another person’s work without
proper acknowledgement of the source, including exact phrases, or summarised ideas,
or even footnotes/citations, whether protected by copyright or not, as the student’s
own work”. Students are required to strictly follow university regulations governing
academic integrity and honesty.

(3) Students are required to submit writing assignment(s) using Turnitin.
