Aims

executing an artistic project.

Learning Outcomes

On completion of the Capstone Project: Art Project, students will have the ability:

To identify a suitable topic for a suitable media for an art project.
To apply standard research, writing, and presentation skills in the execution of an art project.
To justify others that the project in its executed form is worthwhile.

Indicative Content

Varies with the topic of the project. The topic should be fixed in accordance with the guidelines below.

Teaching Method

Independent study and/or practice, supplemented with biweekly consultations with a supervisor. To
facilitate the matching of project supervision, Year 3 students will be asked to submit a brief project
proposal. They need to select their project approach and provide other details, such as the topic, group
size, three choices of preferred supervisors in order of priority and the courses that have been taken to
fulfill the pre-requisites of respective project approach. The result of project supervision will be

announced by mid-June.




Art Project
In the beginning of Term 1, Year 4 students will meet their supervisors from the Department of Digital

Arts and Creative industries to finalize their project topic. Students are expected to complete their final
year project by the end of Term 2, while their supervisors will oversee and assess the development,
progress and outcome of the capstone project.

(1) Students are expected to spend a total of 9 hours (i.e. 3 hours of class contact and 6 hours of personal
study) per week to achieve the course learning outcomes.
